Planning Project Administration (Kakela)

Report on URS contract

Linda Kakela reported the contract with URS has been executed.  There is no budget for lunches during these meetings that run from 10:30 to 2:30.  It was suggested and agreed upon that the City will order the lunch and each individual will be responsible for paying.  

Update of regional contact list.  (Please bring your jurisdiction’s or agency’s changes to the regional contact list, which was e-mailed to you on May 1.)

Kim Symalla reported she will be creating a new mailing list.  Waiting for changes and corrections from each county and municipality.   

Project Meeting with URS Corporation (Phil Anderson) and LSC Transportation Consultants (Corinne Donahue) for the Update of the Regional Transportation Plan and Transit Element

Anderson:  There will be coordination/joint meetings with connecting TPR’s throughout the process.  Will add county roads to the base map (see binder handout).  

Perske:  There is about $800,000 available from the ORP for “hot spots”, areas where there are greater safety issues.  

Anderson:  URS is working with the state on a local needs assessment project.  This will deal with how much money is available, how much is spent and the shortfalls.  Will look at forest highway map.  

Perske suggested URS needs to investigate other state funds that are available, i.e. local grants, energy impact funds.    

Anderson:   URS is looking at commercial truck use and its impact.  Need to get rail crossings back into the vision.  

Haight:  82 to 85% of freight comes by truck.  Need to remember to look at the whole corridor. 


Review Goals and Strategies (see binder)

Goal 1:  Okay

Goal 2:  Add freight as Strategy D.  Also recognize Hwy 9 in Strategy A.

Goal 3:  Add passenger/commercial freight as Strategy C.  Add regional/county airports to Strategy A.

Goal 4:   Need to add a Strategy for no abandonment of rail rights of way and rail services. Add freight to Strategy D.

Haight:  The first plan was to constrained, need to broaden the plan.  

Lohne proposed creating an advisory committee for aviation and he would run the committee.  

Goal 5:  Need to clarify the meaning of enhancement in Strategy B.

Goal 6:  Add Bus Rapid Transit.  Increase use of existing system and expand to all residents.   

Haight suggested having strategies more specific.  Don’t let money constrain a good idea.  The amended Senate Bill 1 says 10% will go to transit and has to be used in strategic projects.  The wording on the bill is not clear. 

Goal 7:  Add safety/mobility to title.  Add to Strategy B shoulders, geometric, rail crossings, increase passing lanes.  Need to add ITS System.   

Goal 8:  Remove this goal.  Make Strategy A Strategy C under Goal 7.  Enhance multi model in goals 5 and 7.  

Goal 9:  Add environmental factors, quality of life, environmental justice.

Goal 10:  Needs reworded.  Flexibility means projects not funding of projects.  Add mode to Strategy D.  

Tab 4:  CDOT information data base was used for this tab.  This will track deficiencies throughout the 30 year plan.  

Roads and road status needs to be updated.  There is no reconstruction money in the resurface treatment program.   Remaining surface life determines resurfacing.
