CATS Is an easy-to-use public transportation service avail-

Who may use the service? 
Everyone may ride these routes. Designated stops are lo-
cated along the route.  Additional stops may be pre-
arranged by calling the CATS dispatcher (863-0003). 
 
When does it run? 
CATS operates Monday through Friday except on major 
holidays (New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas).  Bus service begins at 
6:30am and ends at 5:00pm
